	The number of extra-curricular sporting opportunities has increased significantly. We now have two football teams (LKS2 and UKS2) and they compete regularly with local schools and train weekly to improve their skills and resilience. Disadvantaged pupils are targeted initially through invite to a club. 

Lunchtime clubs and activities are led well by playleaders. There is a range of activities on offer daily; running, boot camp, tag games, football, skipping and dancing. 

100% of pupils agreed with the statement ‘School encourages me to look after my physical health (for example, healthy eating and fitness)’ in our most recent Pupil Survey. 
73% of pupils agreed with the statement ‘I take part in school activities outside of lessons, like clubs, sports, music and art.’ 

	Improve the quality of PE teaching. 
	Using weekly in lesson support from SM Sports, teachers benefit from weekly coaching in PE lessons to further improve the quality of PE teaching. 
Recent Trust training has also focused on pupil participation and optimising the amount of ‘active’ time in lessons. 
Pupil voice demonstrates that they remember the skills and knowledge taught in PE lessons. They are able to articulate the small steps of PE skills, and how much they enjoy PE. 
All pupils receive two hours of PE per week, as well as more physical activities available during lunchtimes. 
The Pastoral Support Worker also works with every class daily for a Fit 15 session. 

	Improve the provision of physical activity during social times. 

	Lunchtime clubs and activities are led well by playleaders. There is a range of activities on offer daily; running, boot camp, tag games, football, skipping and dancing.
As a result of this, behaviour incidents at lunchtime are few. 
97% of pupils agreed with the statement ‘Behaviour of other pupils around school is good’ in our most recent Pupil Survey.
